This includes preparing and managing budgets
and forecasts, providing accounting, financial and
business performance advice, public and private
sector financial reporting, and successfully working
within the Solomon Islands taxation system;

e Demonstrate knowledge and awareness of the
accounting practice, and industry standards

e Critical thinking skills to identify, analyse and
interpret accounting issues using relevant accounting
frameworks drawn from a range of sources to inform
users and make decisions;

¢ Cognitive and technical skills to present reasoned
arguments and analysis of key accounting, financial
and business and technical data;

What are the entry requirements?

Students seeking admission to the ISIA Professional

e Must be residents of the Solomon Islands;

e Must be employed, or have been employed as public
or private sector accountants in the Solomon Islands
in the last 2 years; and

® Must be over 18 years of age

e Must meet the language, literacy and numeracy
requirements (IELTS 5.5 or equivalent or completion
of a tertiary qualification delivered in English)

* Must provide certified copies of required
documentation
